focused on his philosophy as an enslaved preacher and later as a free minister educator politician and social justice advocate
In Father James Page Larry Eugene Rivers presents Page as a complex conflicted man neither a nonthreatening



accommodationist mouthpiece for white supremacy nor a calculating schemer fomenting rebellion Rivers emphasizes Page s
agency in pursuing a religious vocation in seeking to exhibit manliness in the face of chattel slavery and in pushing back
against the overwhelming power of his enslaver Post emancipation Page continued to preach and to advocate for black self
determination and independence through black land ownership political participation and business ownership The church he
founded Bethel Missionary Baptist Church in Tallahassee would go on to be a major political force not only during
