Washington Vanderbilt and designed Rough Point at Newport Rhode Island and several other estates for members of the
Vanderbilt family Olmsted wrote more frequently on the subject of landscape design during these years than in any
comparable period He would never provide a definitive treatise or textbook on landscape architecture but the articles
presented in this volume contain some of his most mature and powerful statements on the practice of landscape architecture

polemical but commendably scholarly Blomfield was the son of a bishop and had a hatred of modernism Gertrude Jekyll s
account of garden design from Wall water and woodland gardens 1901 originally published by Country Life and reproduced
with their permission Jekyll was the most influential writer on planting design in the twentieth century This chapter is the
