outlawing native cultures has taken place in many countries where dominant values are identified as superior to the older
and subjugated culture the forcible removal of hundreds of thousands of white children from parents reflects a policy that
begs to be examined in depth I also review the establishment of a Royal Commission that examined sexual predatory attacks
on children both in the Roman Catholic Church by diocesan and order priests brothers while these children were wards of
these religious institutions by order of the federal government I also explore the percentages of prelates who acted in this
criminal manner This issue has been faced in several other countries with resulting questions regarding the role Catholic
priests and their bishops have in teaching religious values while protecting their charges from sexual abuse The Jewish
community too has been charged in this scourge Two religious schools in Melbourne were charged with knowledge of such
