returned to the Cherokee Nation affiliating with his uncle Stand Watie and serving in the Confederate Army and as a
representative of the Cherokees in the Confederate Congress He was involved with treaty negotiations after the war helped
open the railroads into the Indian Territory and founded the city of Vinita in Oklahoma He also became a political figure in
Washington DC a newspaper editor and publisher and a prominent orator Literacy and Intellectual Life in the Cherokee

structure on their own terms Cherokees wrote legal briefs challenged members of Congress and the executive branch and
bargained for their tribe as white interests sought to take their land and end their autonomy In addition many Cherokee
poets fiction writers essayists and journalists published extensively after 1850 paving the way for the rich literary tradition
