approximately the names of ancient Egypt The cuneiform system of writing was syllabic each character denoting a syllable so
that we know what were the vowels in a proper name as well as the consonants Moreover the pronunciation of the
consonants resembled that of the Hebrew consonants the transliteration of which has long since become conventional When
therefore an Assyrian or Babylonian name is written phonetically its correct transliteration is not often a matter of question
But unfortunately the names are not always written phonetically The cuneiform script was an inheritance from the non
Semitic predecessors of the Semites in Babylonia and in this script the characters represented words as well as sounds Not
unfrequently the Semitic Assyrians continued to write a name in the old Sumerian way instead of spelling it phonetically the
result being that we do not know how it was pronounced in their own language The name of the Chald an Noab for instance
is written with two characters which ideographically signify the sun or day of life and of the first of which the Sumerian
